Citing bhakti as the only way to extricate
the world from exploitation and dependence, the Prime
Minister credited the works of Chaitanya Mahaprabhu,
responsible for unifying the society, taking__iL_beyond
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divisions and demarcations. Shri Modi reminisced how Late
Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee ji had called what Prabhupada did
as ‘magical’. He congratulated ISKCON to have become an
epitome of belief in humanity, using itself to extend aid and
help to the needy, in difficult times, such as the earthquake
in Kuchh, Cyclones in Bengal, landslide in Uttarakhand or
the latest being the pandemic.

(Institute for Science and Spirituality, ISKCON East of
Kailash)

The last week of August saw Institute for Science and
Spirituality (ISS) present a series of talks by Gaurang Darshan
Prabhu (a teacher and monk from Govardhan Eco Village,
Wada) on Sankhya philosophy in Srimad-Bhagavatam
before the audience.
