The second month of Chaturmasya began on the 1st
of September.

41 Janmashtami (7th September)
(ISKCON, East of Kailash)

Disappearance day of Srila Raghunatha Bhatta Goswami
(26th October)

The six Goswamis of Vrindavana were instructed and
trained by Mahaprabhu Himself. He imparted knowledge
and devotion to them, empowering them to spread the
message of the Lord. Srila Raghunatha Dasa Goswami was
born into an aristocratic family. Living in the lap of luxury,
he developed detachment from worldly affairs, very early
in life. However, following the instructions of Mahaprabhu,
he spent years serving his family while internally increasing
his deep attachment to the lotus feet of the Lord. Leaving
home as guided by Mahaprabhu, he participated in the
dissemination of Mahaprabhu’s message, joining the other
Goswamis.

Something Helpful

Engage — choose a good time
when you can have an exchange
with someone without distraction.
With a smile and eye contact ask
them how they are. Be genuinely
interested. Be curious and eager
to learn from them. What are
some good things happening in

S

their life? What might be some
challenges? A great question is,
“What's a crossroads in your life
at this time?” or “I'd love to hear
how you sense Krishna's presence
in your day.”

We are mainly listening here,
actively listening, and hearing the
other speak without judging or
fixing or advising.

Encourage — by being a good
listener we naturally encourage

others. They feel seen, valued,
and gain self-worth, which are
the foundations of the courage
needed to continue wrestling
with life’s challenges. We also
encourage others by our response
— 'wow, that’s amazing!” Or by
gratitude — ‘thank you for this
conversation’ or ‘thank you for
doing whatever they are doing
or simply ‘thank you for being
you. To give positive responses to
others is the most powerful way
of encouraging.

Add Something Helpful -
engaging and encouraging are
most helpful as they are. To add
a bit of wisdom or something
from your own life experience can
be the cherry on the cake. It's an
exchange, a sharing of your own
humanity and spirituality, and can
end the conversation on a sweet
and positive note.

Taking time to talk to each
other about things that matter
is how we build community and
connectedness. Lean in to talk and
listen. It's a Kartika vow that can
lift us all up.
