Under the instructions of *Deity Ministry* all the
ceremonies were led by H.H. Gopal Krishna Goswami
Maharaja & H.H. Loknatha Swami Maharaja along with
others like H.H. Guru Prasad Swami Maharaja, H.H. Revati
Raman Swami Maharaja, H.H. Radha Raman Swami

In this way with the combined efforts of one & all, final
approval for land was received from DDA in 2008. Things
took their pace & temple construction process started laying
its groundwork. After the cornerstone laying ceremony held
in 2009, the land was worshipped & *Anant Shesh* was
installed in 2011.
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H.G. Keshav Murari Prabhu from ISKCON, Punjabi Bagh
was appointed as the temple president. H.G. Veda Vyasa
Prabhu (Surya Pipes) was made the chairperson of the
project & H.G. Radha Keshav Prabhu (CA) was given the sole
charge of finance. Guru Maharaja attached H.G. Raas Priya
Prabhu (architect) too with the project who had already a
rich experience in temple architecture.

The temple began to take shape with 2 basements & 3
floors above the ground. However, the project was expected
to be finished by 2020, it completed now in 2024. COVID-19
restrictions also restricted the pace of the temple; it brought
its pace down but couldn’t stop it completely.

Preaching was already in process even when there was
no temple. As a result, the temple today boasts of 1000
families as its total congregation out of which 100 devotees
are 2nd initiated & 400 devotees are 1st initiated.

ISKCON Temples are not just mere places of worship,
they are also spiritual educational centers. Keeping up
this spirit, the temple has been running many educational
programs & consequently, there are 100 Bhakti Vaibhava
degree holders & 400 Bhakti Shastri degree holders among
the devotees. The temple has diverse departments like *IYF,
IGF, ITF, Sunday Gurukul, and Sunday Feast* to cater to the
different age groups. The temple has *4 Kartik Sankirtan
Parties* also which go out every morning for the whole
Kartik month to distribute the holy names. Please visit the
temple to take darshans, perform various services & make
your lives meaningful and successful.
